You are going to be the class expert on one of the following crimes:

Murder

Theft (including breaking and entering)

Assault

Armed Robbery

Sexual Assault

Firearm Offences

Brothels and houses of gambling

Kidnapping

Arson

Cruelty to Animals

Money crimes (counterfeiting, damaging currency)

…or any other crime in the Criminal Code.  No two 11s can study the same crime.
For each, prepare a short presentation for the class.  You must do all of the following:

· Use a physical item, video, slideshow or multimedia of some sort to help you illustrate your point and make it more memorable.  (Nothing which only entertains, though.  Something you made.  It needs to help you make your points.) 

· Convey exactly how the Criminal Code of Canada defines the crime and related crimes, with particular attention to actus reus and mens rea.  
· Explain clear examples of having committed the crime, and contrast them with exceptions, or cases when the law will not convict you for them.  Cite two actual cases, one of which resulted in a guilty, and one a not guilty, ruling
· Explain: As a prosecuting attorney, what evidence would you love to have, in order to prove the accused is guilty?  

· Explain: As a defence attorney, what evidence would you love to have in order to prove the accused is innocent?

Role of Your 12

Each of you needs a 12 to help you present.  What they will mainly do is, once you have presented, they will contrast Canada’s treatment of the crime studied with two other countries outside of North America, 

· one of which treats it very similarly, 

· and one of which treats it very, very differently.

Explain the differences in a detailed and interesting way.  Find legal systems Canadians would strongly object to.
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
